MSD Rules

The following rules/policies have been approved by the MSD YAC to promote the well being of all the people involved in MSD sponsored youth activities.  They are designed to respect the concerns of youth, parents/guardians, advisors, religious professionals and the lay leaders of our member societies.  They are consistent with our Unitarian Universalist belief in freedom and responsibility.

A.  
The age range for youth activities in the MSD will be 14 through the end of high school. 

 B.  
All advisors will be 25 years old or older, or if younger will be a paid/professional religious educator or advisor and will follow all conference rules.

C.  
All advisors will adhere to the "code of ethics" for persons working with children and youth in UUA sponsored programs  (SEE CODE OF ETHICS)

D.  
The adult/youth ratio at all MSD sponsored youth activities will be 1:7.

E  
No smoking.  Acceptable solutions include patches, inhalers, and gum in accordance with state law.  

F.    
Single-sex sleeping quarters will be provided at all overnight gatherings.  High School Cons often will also have co-ed sleeping areas and an “all night” room.  An advisor will be present in each room.  Lights out/quiet hours will be observed.

Policies of the MSD YAC

G.    No illegal drugs, alcohol, dangerous materials, or firearms.

H.    No sexual activity. Sex in all its forms is inappropriate at all MSD youth events.

Guidelines

I.  
The MSD YAC has approved a youth and adult dean who oversee the conduct and safety of all youth and adults at the CON. 

J.  
No leaving the conference site without permission from the advisor and deans.  Lock-in hours will be observed at all overnight gatherings.

K.  
It is expected that all conferees (youth and adults) will participate in the program:     adequate free time will be scheduled for fellowship and socializing. 

L
On field trips, all drivers must be over 25 years of age, have a vehicle in good repair, and have adequate insurance covering their vehicle.  

Consequences

M
Violation of these rules will result in the conferee being asked to leave the      conference:  unless other arrangements can be made, this may mean that the entire group with whom the conferee came will have to leave.
